1. School commitments come first.
2. Receiving permission to go out of the School grounds is a privilege which may be withdrawn if work or behaviour is unsatisfactory.
3. All weekend leave and permission to leave the School grounds are at Housemaster’s/mistress’s discretion and must be recorded by signing House destinations lists before departure and by signing in upon return.
4. Attendance at all school meals is compulsory unless specific approval to ‘sign out’ has been obtained from the Housemaster/mistress.
5. Members of Years 7 to 11 are not allowed into Croydon during the week. Years 12 and 13 are allowed into Croydon / Bromley between 15:50 and 17:15.
6. Members of Years 7 to 11 are not allowed to visit London.
7. Members of Year 12 may only visit London during weekend leave and with specific permission from their parents or guardian upon completion of the weekend leave form which is available in house.
8. Year 13 may go to London during weekend leave with the permission of the Housemaster/mistress and upon completion of the weekend leave form which is available in house.
9. Approved own clothes for wear in or out of school should be sensible, clean and tidy.



Subject to points (1) to (8) above, the general pattern is:
MONDAY TO FRIDAY INCLUSIVE, pupils may go out to specified areas according to their age. All trips are subject to permission being confirmed with House Staff before leaving the school grounds and subject to pupils wearing approved own clothes, as outlined in point (9) above.

Years 7 to 11	Allowed out locally, eg to local shops on not more than two evenings each week between 4:00pm and 5:15pm.
Years 12 and 13	Allowed to visit local shops or Croydon / Bromley between 4:00pm and 5:30pm.



At Weekends, subject to the completion of school commitments (ie homework, boarders’ activities and Chapel attendance), and with the express permission of House Staff, pupils may go out to approved destinations.
